Motorola Buys AirDefense
http://www.macroworldinvestor.com/m/m.w?lp=GetStory&id=323581161
Motorola, Inc. (NYSE: MOT) (Current Market Cap: US$15.74 Bil.) said it has closed its acquisition of AirDefense, Inc., a wireless LAN security provider. Motorola signed a definitive agreement to acquire the privately-held firm in late July. AirDefense will become a wholly owned subsidiary of Motorola integrated into Motorola's Enterprise Mobility business. AirDefense is a provider of wireless intrusion prevention systems that enable corporations to secure their networks against wireless security threats and to comply with regulatory and industry requirements. Motorola said that the acquisition allows the firm to further complement its assets in RF diagnostics and planning as well as its strengths in RF management. Shaumburg, Illinois-based Motorola develops technologies, products and services including communications infrastructure, enterprise mobility solutions, digital set-tops, cable modems, mobile devices and Bluetooth accessories. The company posted sales of $36.6 billion in 2007.
