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• Bain Capital and Silver Lake Partners are the leading candidates to buy more than 50% of Huawei Technologies’ mobile division, according to wire reports today.  The division could be worth $3.5 billion, although no deal is announced.

• Motorola signed a multi-year WiMAX contract with wi-tribe Pakistan Limited, which is a joint venture between Qatar Telecom and Saudi Arabia’s A.A. Turki Group, the companies said.  The goal of wi-tribe is to deliver broadband connectivity in the region from North Africa, across the Middle East and into Asia.

• Motorola also finalized its acquisition of AirDefense, announced in July.  AirDefense is now part of Motorola’s Enterprise Mobility division.
