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In an effort to help enterprises secure their Wi-Fi networks, Motorola's AirDefense Wireless Vulnerability Assessment product allows IT departments to test security by simulating attacks from the hacker's point of view, reports InformationWeek. According to the press release,

"By utilizing the radio of the wireless sensor to simulate a wireless client station, the solution enables IT administrators to conduct wireless vulnerability assessments remotely and from a hacker's point of view."
